


Our school is beautifully located in Jaworznia, in the area of the Piekoszów

Commune, in the Świętokrzyskie Province. This village extends over the

area of Chęcińsko - Kielecki Landscape Park. In Jaworznia there is an

inanimate nature reserve "Moczydło" and a reserve "Chelosiowa Jama", the

main attraction are two caves: Chelosiowa Jama and Jaworznicka, forming

a total length of 3.5 km. It is the longest cave complex in Poland, outside

the Tatry Mountains. Their peculiarity is a unique complex of underground

and surface karstic forms from the Paleozoic to the Quaternary.

The complex of caves "Chelosiowa Jama" in Jaworznia formed

on the site of a former quarry of Devonian limestone.



In Jaworznia there is also a historic furnace for lime 

burning from 1900.



Our school was built in 1966. It was on the 10th of

September, when for the first time students began to

study at the school’s desks. It has been 52 years

since then and our school is still wonderful. The

school consists of several educational institutions:

Primary School, named after John Paul II, Nursery

school and secondary school – Gimnazjum, but

according to change in educational system in Poland,

Gimnazjum exists for the last year. Currently, there are

28 teachers and 8 service staff in the school. There

are 170 students in 9 classes. The headmaster of the

school is Mrs Małgorzata Czekaj.
